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Town Board Meeting Minutes

August 11, 2004

1.
Town Chairman Robert Joslyn called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

2.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

3.
The posting of the Agenda was reported.

4.  Those present were:  Robert Joslyn, Kristi Sorenson, and Robert Bein.  Lester Laack arrived at 7:07 PM.  Absent was Kris Hughes. 

5.   Kristi Sorenson pointed out a correction in the minutes of last months meeting.  The minutes stated that 
the Chairman read the letters from the applicants for the Deputy Clerk Treasurers position when in fact they 


were passed around to the Board Members to read.  A motion was made by Kristi Sorenson, 2nd by Robert Bein to accept the minutes as corrected.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

6.
The treasurer's report was accepted as written.

7.
Committee reports. 


A.  Mary Mayer represented Jerome Rosche for the Plan Commission.  The Plan minutes had been distributed 
to the Board prior to the meeting and therefore weren't read again.


B.  Al Steiner reported on expenses so far for repair work on the loader.  It will be about $1,000 more than expected as they are finding more items in need of repair as the work is being done.  He also reported on the repair work being done on the Town roads.


C. There was no Town Hall & Town Hall Committee report as Kris Hughes was absent.

8.
Items from the floor: 


* Kristi Sorenson reported on the laws regarding the sharing of a Community Center between two towns.  It is possible for a town to share with a village within the town, but not legal for adjoining towns to share a building.  Lester Laack stated this might have something to do with requiring voting to be done within each particular town.


*Ruth Drewry asked whether or not the Web Site had been updated lately.  Robert Joslyn responded to the question and said that because of the change of Deputy Clerk Treasurer and the other issues he had been working on, he felt it was due to his not getting the agendas to the Webmaster.  He did explain that this 
will be addressed and be resolved soon.

*A motion was made by Kristi Sorenson, 2nd by Lester Laack, to amend the agenda and take #11 next and follow the agenda but to take the Open Hearings at their published times.  All in Favor.  Motion carried.

11. It was announced that the Elmer home on County Road U was going to be rebuilt.  Although it is not in 
 compliance with our current ordinances, it is grandfathered in, and he has the right to rebuild as it still 
has the foundation.  Julian Brachmann reported that a building permit has not yet been issued.

12. *A motion was made by Lester Laack, 2nd by Kristi Sorenson to approve renewal of the salvage yard license for Richard Edler.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

13.  Old Business:  


*Jeff Hermann's Quit Claim Deed:  Robert Joslyn reported that he has asked Atty. John Raftery to contact Jeff Hermann.  


*Tom's Used Car cleanup:  Robert Joslyn reported there had been some action at the property.  He also stated that the TOL Attorney had contacted Atty. Conway's office and had been told that Atty. Conway no longer represented Tom's Used Cars.


*Robert Joslyn made a motion, 2nd by Kristi Sorenson to place both of these items on the table for the September meeting.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

It was announced that a joint meeting of the Town Board, Plan Commission and Survey Committee is to be held on Wednesday September 1, 2004 at the Waldo Village Hall at 7:00 P.M.  Dave Such will be presenting the results of the recent survey.

Public Hearing 7:30 P.M.  Rezoning:  Lyndel Johnson


Mary Mayer read the recommendations of the Plan Commission.


Robert Joslyn opened the Public Hearing.  There was no response from the public.  Chairman Joslyn closed the Public Hearing.  A motion was made by Lester Laack, 2nd by Robert Bein to approve the rezoning from A-2 to A-5, 2.06 acres m/l.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Lester 
Laack, 2nd by Kristi Sorenson to adopt Ordinance #10 of 2004.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

15.
Items for the next meeting.  There were none.

16.  Report of the Chairman:  Robert Joslyn asked if anyone is interested in attending the Wisconsin Towns Association Convention in Appleton being held October 3rd through October 6th, 2004.  The reservations must be in by September 24th.  A motion was made by Kristi Sorenson, 2nd by Robert Bein to authorize the Town Board, Jerry Rosche, Julian Brachmann and Sally Marver to attend the seminars at the convention.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

9.
Public Hearing 7:45 P.M.  Rezoning:  Estate of Myron Plate, Deborah Pierce-Personal Representative.


Mary Mayer read the recommendations of the Plan Commission.  Chairman Joslyn opened the Public Hearing.  Ted Scharl represented Deborah Pierce and her sister.  He explained that because they both had homes and didn't want to live in the residence left to them by their father, they wanted to sell 9.41 of the 112 acres with the home and buildings and keep the remaining acreage in A-1 zoning.  With no other discussion from the public, the Public Hearing was closed.  A motion was made by Robert Bein, 2nd by Kristi Sorenson to approve the rezoning of 9.41 acres from A-1 to 2, Lot 1.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Robert Joslyn, 2nd by Lester Laack to adopt Ordinance #11 of 2004.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

*  Al Steiner presented a flyer on a Snow Plow Safety seminar and other seminars in the future.

9:
Public Hearing 8:00 P.M.  Rezoning:  Adrian Thiel


Mary Mayer gave the recommendations of the Plan Commission.  Chairman Joslyn opened the Public Hearing.  With no further discussion from the floor, Chairman Joslyn declared the Public Hearing closed.  A motion was made by Lester Laack, 2nd by Robert Bein to approve of the rezoning from A-1 to 
A-5, 2.50 acres m/l, as this was an oversight when the zoning first came into existence, and to adopt Ordinance #12 of 2004.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

9.
Public Hearing 8:15 P.M.  Rezoning:  Robert Bein


Mary Mayer read the recommendations of the Plan Commission.  Chairman Joslyn opened the Public Hearing.  Barbara Baer asked what the difference was between A-1 and A-2 zoning.  This was explained to her.  With no further discussion from the public, Chairman Joslyn declared the Public Hearing 
closed.  Kristi Sorenson suggested A-6 zoning to give the township more control over further division.  Lester Laack agreed that this would be better.  It was discussed as to whether or not this would actually give any more control over further division.  Robert Joslyn stated there would be no difference as both A-2 and A-6 would need Board approval for future division.  He then moved to rezone the 39 acres m/l from A-1 to A-2 and to accept Ordinance #13 of 2004.  The vote was as follows:




Robert Joslyn – Aye.



Lester Laack – Aye.



Kristi Sorenson – Opposed.



Robert Bein – Abstained.  Motion carried.

It was discussed how much money was in the budget and which roads were priorities.  Because of budgetary constraints, it was decided to hold off on the Blueberry (N to Hwy 28) and not accept any bids at this time.  


A motion was made by Kristi Sorenson, 2nd by Lester Laack to accept the bid from Scott Construction for the cold mix on the Trip project:  Sumac Road from Oak Road west to the dead end.  $36,137.80.  
All in favor.  Motion carried.



When discussing the bids for Blueberry Road from County Road U to north of the bridge, Lester Laack felt we must take the lowest bid unless there is good reason not to.  A motion was made by Lester Laack, 2nd by Kristi Sorenson to accept the bid from North East Asphalt.  $14,809.  All in favor:  Motion carried.

17. The monthly bills were approved.


*It was announced that all who receive paychecks must turn in W-4 forms, for withholding taxes, to the Treasurer.  Pay slips should be turned in by the end of the month, as the pay period will be from the beginning of the month to the end of the month.  When you receive your paycheck it will be for the previous month.


*Julian Brachmann announced we received the $5,000 check from the County for the Amended Stewardship Grant.
